The Vigenère Cipher
The leftmost column has the keys; the top alphabet has the plaintext. So:

Key ECSECSECSE
Plaintext HELLOWORLD
Ciphertext LGDPQOSTDH

The Beaufort Cipher
Find the plaintext in the left alphabet, and trace in until you find the key letter. Then turn a right angle and go up. The
letter at the top alphabet is the ciphertext. So:

Key ECSECSECSE
Plaintext HELLOWORLD
Ciphertext XYHTOWQLHB

The Variant Beaufort Cipher
Find the key in the left alphabet, and trace in until you find the plaintext letter. Then turn a right angle and go up. The
letter at the top alphabet is the ciphertext. So:

Key ECSECSECSE
Plaintext HELLOWORLD
Ciphertext DCTHMEKPTZ
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
